SUBJECT- To bring more transparency in admissions to first year degree classes in
Karnataka State Degree Colleges.

---O_.-

With a view to bring greater transparency in the area for first year classes in degree colleges, the
following guidelines have been prepared on the basis of the Karnataka Education Act and the Supreme
Court's judgment. It is mandatory to follow in government and private aided and privately aided
minority institutions while enrolling students in first year degree classes from the academic year 2003-

2004, indicated.

1. Total number of admissions available for first year undergraduate classes in their college. On
the signboard | Enroliment process on the website - to be announced to start process. This
entry number should be published according to composition wise Roster system, indicating how
many Sections there are in the composition. For compositions published in this manner |
Classes must be approved by the University. Only students should be enrolled as prescribed by
the respective university. An example of information that can be published on a notice board is

given.

The combinations taught in the college and the subjects in each combination should be in the group of
combinations in the syllabus prescribed by the University. No new subject or combination should be
started and students should not be enrolled in any Government Degree College without the permission
of the Government. Without the prior written permission of the department, the Medium wise classes
will be started with a view to allocating workload to the additional lecturers of the college. The schedule
of respective universities should be followed for enrolling students for undergraduate classes. (Calendar

of events for admission) is mandatory for the attention of students of college at the important place.
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and rejected list) should be allowed to the students to file an application within five days if there is any

objection regarding the same.
Method of Allotment of Admissions-
5. a) All admissions available in Govt degree college are on merit basis and roster system.

b) Allotment should be done as per roster system. Institutions are left to allocate 20 per cent
admissions by composition as per Rule 12(b) in the available seats in private aided colleges. But as

far as possible the admission should be done as per roster system.

The remaining 80 per cent admissions are as per composition wise reservation system and

allotment should be based on merit alone.

c) 50 per cent of the total available seats in colleges run by minority aided institutions are left to the
institutions to allocate to students of their own caste (community). The remaining 50 admissions
shall be allotted on merit as per roster system as per rule 14 sub-rule 05 and 06. Thus the two lists
of admissions should be published separately. Rule 12(B) While giving 20% admissions to private
aided colleges (which can be done by the institution), even in the said admissions, arrangements
should be made to give admissions as far as possible to half of the admission seats to its own

minority seat and the other half to admissions as per the reservation system prescribed by the

government.

Even after the above mentioned calendar of events ends, if there are still admissions in the
colleges, they are allowed to cancel the admissions by giving RG even after those dates. Enrollment

is permitted within the last date for enrollment in undergraduate classes as decided by the

University.
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Roster System:-

1. Co-education 50% of the seats in the regions should be reserved for Rule 14 (6) for female
students and again the roster system should be followed. Roster these seats for students (boys)

in case 50% of girl students do not apply.

2. 5% of the total available seats shall be reserved for persons with disabilities as per Section 39 of

the Persons with Disabilities Act 1995,

3. Rule 14(5) as prescribed by the Government and from time to time according to Scheduled
Tribe/Scheduled Caste, Backward Classes Cat-1, 2A, 2B, 3A, 3B, admissions are reserved for

students.

4. Transferring admissions to the general category if the students concerned in different
categories do not apply, general category without exhaust from the reserved category for any

reason.
Preparation of merit based admission list-

Admissions should be filled on the basis of Merit, seats including students who are primarily
eligible for admission. Then on the basis of reservation system, after deciding how many seats should
be allotted to which category, the application of students of respective seats are arranged on the same
basis and among them are arranged on the basis of merit and among them on the basis of merit
(admissions are based on the points scored by the students in PUC examination or equivalent
examination) should be shared. The College shall publish the first list, second list, third list and, if
necessary, additional lists as per sub-rules 11 and 12A, the dates of publication of the lists shall contain

the periods.

After publication of the first list of selected students as per sub-rule 12A, students should be given three

days to pay the fee. The first to be published later that day
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after knowing how many students have paid fees in the list, the second list for other admissions should
be published on the fifth day after the publication of the first list. Candidates from this second selected
list should also be given three days time to pay the fee. The third selected list should be published after
five days of non-publication of the second list. They should also be given three days to pay the fee. If
necessary, the last selected additional list should be published five days after publication of the third list.
Names not included in the four selected lists for any reason shall not be enrolled in the first degree

class. List of students also in the seats reserved for institutions.

In each selected list the students should mention the total marks and percentage marks
obtained in PUC or equivalent examination, marks of certain subjects only should not be considered for
any reason. When each list is published, the total marks and percentage marks (Cut of marks) of the

student who got the last admission in various categories should be published on the notice board.

The published selected lists and the list of enrolled students should be verified and sent to the

Regional Joint Director's Office after the completion of the admission process.

The fees charged by the college should be compulsorily published on the notice board. A receipt

must be attached to the fee charged,
